Sunny Vista Living Center, a 100 bed Skilled Nursing Facility at 2400 E. Cache La Poudre, will be moving into a new facility at 2445 Cache La Poudre.  The new facility will remain under the same ownership and management as the old facility. The new facility will be a 116 bed facility, and will accommodate all current residents.


Relocation of current residents will take place on Saturday, May 5, 2012.  Each resident will have an assigned volunteer (companion) that will meet them in the old facility and escort them to the new facility. They will assist with unpacking the residents’ possessions and getting them settled in their new room.  SVLC will ensure both the old facility and new facility are staffed appropriately to meet the care needs of the residents during the transition.  The specific duties of the volunteers are as follows:

A. Volunteer Companions: (number needed: 120)
A. There will be an assigned companion for every resident. The companion will accompany and assist the resident the day of the move. Approximately one week prior to the move, staff will assist residents in boxing non-essential personal items. These items will be moved to the new facility prior to the day of the move and placed in the resident’s assigned room.  
B. Residents will be moved according to halls in their present location. Volunteer companions should plan on arriving at the facility between 9:00am and 11:30am depending on which group they are assigned to.  

C. The companion will be assisting the resident from the old facility to the new building to ensure the move is a positive experience for the resident. Once in the resident’s new room, the companion will assist the resident in unpacking all belongings and organizing the room according to the resident’s preference.

B. Transport Aides:  (number needed: 6)

Vans will be utilized to assist in transporting residents and companions to the new facility. Companions will bring their resident to the 500 hall exit in a wheel chair. The Transport Aide will assist the Companion, resident and their belongings into the van. Another Transport Aide will be at the new building to assist everyone off of the van.  Ambulances will be utilized for bedfast residents. 
C. Bed Movers and Room Stagers: (number needed: 12)
A. Beginning at 6:30am on the day of the move, resident beds and nightstands will be loaded into a moving truck and unloaded at the new facility. Residents and companions will begin arriving at 10am to allow enough time to get the furniture set up. 
B. Once the bed is in the room, stagers will make sure all supplies the companions need are available. (bed linen, markers for labeling, picture hangers if needed etc.)
D. Skilled Volunteers (aides, nurses and students) and Facility Staff:  (number needed: 40)
A. SVLC will be fully staffed to provide needed care on the day of the move. There will also be staff assigned care for residents as they arrive at the new facility.  All staff will be aware of the order and assigned time frame in which the residents and staff will be moving to the new facility.  A specific plan will be developed to ensure individual care needs are met (toileting, bathing, repositioning, dining, etc) and there is no interruption in medication delivery or treatment schedules.  

E. Other Information:
A. Meals:  Residents will eat breakfast as normal in the old facility.  Lunch will be served to residents and their companion at the new facility for those who have already made the move.  Lunch will also be served at the old facility for those who have not moved yet.  A variety of snacks and beverages will be available at both facilities for residents, companions and staff.  

B. Activities:  The activity department will ensure activities are provided at both the old facility and the new facility on the day of the move.  Once at the new facility, companions will take their residents on a tour of the facility at a pre-assigned time.  Other fun activities will take place to help orient the residents to their new environment.  

Sunny Vista Living Center is excited to be able to provide a beautiful new facility for our residents.  A smooth transition will only be possible with the help of community volunteers and we appreciate the time and commitment you are providing our residents.
